 Related PowerPoint: Technology & Our World 

 OBJECTIVE:  
 

To illustrate the way technology has transformed the media and how the media 
has become a global mirror of events, personalities and issues.  
  

  OUTLINE OF WORKSHOP: 
 

I. Distribute Technology Surveys to students to complete. (8 minutes) 
             Assign one intern to tally the results and share them with class.  
II. Show short technology PowerPoint to students. (10 minutes) 
III. Pose the questions: (5 minutes)  

 How has technology impacted your ability to gain insights and knowledge about 
world events?  

 What do you do each day that brings world news into your lives?  
IV. Introduce the 3 forms of Media: 

o Broadcast – Radio or televised programs  
o Print – Newspapers and journals 
o On-line – Digital format and internet resources 

V. View a 20-minute clip of a world news report.  
 Students are requested to complete a media notes worksheet.  On the worksheet 

students will be asked to identify the primary global topics presented and create a 
list of all nations featured in the clip. 

 Hold a brief discussion after viewing and, using a World Map, allow students to 
place red stickers on the countries that were mentioned in the video presentation. 

VI. (Optional) In-Print News Paper Assignment: Break up students up into teams and assign 
each team a section of the newspaper (World News, Business, Calendar/Events, Sports, 
etc.).  Each group should read through their assigned section and create a list of article 
headlines and the countries mentioned in each article.  A representative from each 
group is asked to present the list of headlines and countries to the class as another adds 
red stickers to the world map to indicate which countries have been mentioned. 

VII. Closing Discussion Points 
By the end of the class, students will have created a Current Issues Map of the week 
that can remain in the classroom as a reminder of the powers of global media and how 
this new knowledge is shared with a “borderless” population.  
 

 MATERIALS: 
 

1) Large World Map 
2) Red “dot” stickers 
3) A 20-minute long video clip from a world news broadcast (i.e. BBC) and current 

newspapers for the entire class (Alternative: teacher supplies a collection of old 
newspapers to be recycled for this activity) 

4) Create communication questionnaire. Include questions that survey their individual 
use of technology and have 5-10 True or False statements about the uses of 
contemporary digital-computerized communication links and tools.  

5) Create a video worksheet form that is organized into two columns
